ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA 

· The client has made a complaint to the police of physical violence or threats of violence towards her.

· There is a high risk that the accused or the family of the accused may carry out acts of violence towards the client.

· The accused is presently under charge, investigation or is subject to a court order for the offenses of physical violence, threats of violence, or harassment towards the client.

· The client is separated from the accused and reconciliation is not an option at the time of the application for the Priority Response Partnership.

· The client is willing to cooperate with the rules of the program (eg weekly system tests) and is competent to carry out instructions in the operation of the installed alarm system.

· The client is willing to work cooperatively with the police and follow other protective measures as suggested by the police.

· The client is willing to be a client of either the Specialized Victim Assistance Program, or the Police-Based Victim Assistance Program, and meet regularly with the worker while the alarm is assigned to them.

· The client indicates understanding of the uses and limitations of the Priority Response Partnership Program. The client is willing to keep confidential that they have a Silent Alarm in their home.
· The client has an available phone jack in an appropriate location for installation of the Alarm.

· The client lives within a distance from the detachment deemed reasonable by the Smithers RCMP for this program, and the location and general situation around their home meets with the approval of the RCMP

· The client is made aware that there can be a waiting period prior to installation, and that appropriate safety measures need to be implemented for the interim period. The client has a comprehensive Safety Plan in which the silent alarm is one component.
· The client is willing to provide information to the Priority Response Partnership coordinator, sign the Schedule A and any other required documents pertinent to this initiative.

· Potential eligible candidates for the PRP Silent Alarm will be referred to the Priority Response Partnership Committee for consideration. The decisions of the PRP Committee are final.
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
