Priority Response Partnership
Silent Alarm and Cell Phone Program
For women at a high risk of domestic violence
The Priority Response Partnership (PRP) is a coalition of key community members who have formed a partnership in an effort to increase the security of women at a high risk of domestic violence. The security partners are:

· Smithers RCMP

· Smithers Community Coordination for Women’s Safety committee

· Chubb Security Systems

· Northern Society for Domestic Peace

· Telus Mobility

· Eligible women

When the alarm is activated by pressing a ‘panic button’ it is treated as a #1 priority by the monitoring station, who will immediately contact and mobilize the RCMP. The cell phone component of the program has the RCMP detachment pre-programmed into it. This service is provided free of charge to women who meet the eligibility requirements.
The PRP is intended to increase a woman’s safety, not on its own, but by being part of an overall comprehensive Safety Plan. A Safety Plan can consist of many strategies. Some of those may be:
· Notifying friends and family of the danger you are in and arranging emergency transportation and/or accommodation before you need it.

· Have a Restraining Order (Civil system) or a Peace Bond (Criminal Justice System) in place. For a Restraining Order you will need the advice of a lawyer, and for a Peace Bond you can see the RCMP. Keep these documents with you at all times.

· Keeping keys, money and important identification like driver’s license, credit card and bank account numbers hidden in a safe place that you can access quickly if you must leave on short notice.

· Memorizing important phone numbers like the RCMP, Transition House, safe friends and family members.

· Having a route plan for you and your children to quickly leave the house.
